Distribution:

Gift card quantities are limited and subject to availability.
We reserve the right to limit the number of gift cards an
individual may receive regardless of the number of
f irearms surrendered. Gift card tiers are: $25 for non-
working f irearms and pellet guns; $100 for bolt-action
rifles and shotguns; $200 for handguns;
and $250 for assault-style rifles.
